Academic theory meets practical application in the 
Purdue Global master’s degree in psychology.

In addition, you can focus your 
degree around one of four concentrations and gain hands-
on experience by choosing to complete a practicum. 

Addictions: Explore the principles of counseling,  
group counseling, psychopharmacology, and  
co-occurring disorders, and how to guide patients toward 
recovery.
